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Survivorship, I guess, is generally used, the term is used to describe people who have completed treatment. Though I guess in different parts of the world the term survivor can be used to describe anyone from the point of cancer diagnosis until the end of life. And sometimes that definition also includes carers, family members etc. 
I guess that the major emphasis though, is for people who have completed cancer treatment in the post treatment phase, that’s what we often refer to as the Survivorship Phase, and it’s a phase that’s attracted a lot more attention because we recognise that people can have a range of issues after they finish cancer treatment.
